Hereby apply for a Permit, under section 12 of the Heritage Conservation Act, to carry out a heritage investigation in accordance with the information requested on the reverse of this form.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION 
1. Type of site alteration 
This application for a Permit pertains to the wreck of Hadley-Page Hampden P5433 that crashed into Saanich Inlet March 14, 1943.

This aircraft crashed into Saanich Inlet during a training flight (Figure 1). The fuselage of the plane was salvaged, but several parts of the plane remain on the bottom. The principal artefacts on site are two Bristol Pegasus 9-cylinder radial aircraft engines, one complete 3 bladed variable pitch propeller, one partial propeller, one set of landing gear and two clusters of unidentified wreckage (Figure 2). Within the debris field near the landing gear there is a brass navigation compass originally from the aircraft cockpit. Its original location in the cockpit was immediately in front of the steering wheel (Photo 1), but it now lies on the seafloor (Photo 2).

At the request of the Exhibits Manager of the BC Aviation Museum (Dave Jackson, co-applicant) the UASBC plans to recover the compass for display at the Museum’s Memorial Room.
An expedition is being planned for November 9, 2024, to the site. It is hereby requested that permission be granted to recover the compass.

The compass has been photographed in situ and its position relative to the landing gear has been surveyed. The location will also be recorded using GPS.
The compass is not considered to be fragile but will require conservation once recovered. 

2. Background: 
a) Indicate previous archaeological studies (provide HCA permit numbers) 
No previous permitted archaeological studies have been completed on this site. The UASBC has completed basic measurements and photogrammetry on a portion of the site.
b) Describe archaeological site type(s) and provide permanent site identification number(s)
The site is the wreck of the Hadley-Page Hampden medium bomber. A record was submitted by the UASBC to the Archaeology Branch on August 21, 2024.  A Borden number has yet to be assigned to this site.
c) Provide summaries or extracts from previous report(s) and branch recommendations
No formal report of the history of Hampden P5433 and the UASBC’s documenting project has been produced, yet.  Descriptions of the UASBC’s search and recording activities, conducted entirely by volunteer divers, appear in the March 2023 and March 2024 issues of the UASBC’s newsletter, Foghorn. 
3. Location: 
a) Provide legal description of property, or geographic location if on Crown land 

The wreckage of Hampden P5433 is in Saanich Inlet, about halfway between Coal Point and Warrior Point and about 500 meters offshore (Figure 1). The wreckage lies at an average depth of 22 meters on a Zero tide.  It lies at NAD 83 UTM Zone: 10U

b) Provide location/development/archaeological site maps 
Figure 1 shows the location of Hampden P5433 in Saanich Inlet.

4. Description of any concurrent archaeological studies  
All proposed work will be done by UASBC member divers under the direction of Jacques Marc who holds a NAS 2 Certificate in Foreshore and Underwater Archaeology and is the developer of the UASBC Underwater Archaeology for Divers (UAD) certification program. Archaeologist Ewan Anderson, RPCA, will also support the project.
5. Disposition of materials and samples collected 
The BC Aviation Museum will be the repository for the compass and will be responsible for the conservation of the compass. 

The course of treatment for the compass has been discussed with Parks Canada conservators. During and after recovery the compass will be kept fully submerged in a container filled with seawater. The seawater will gradually and incrementally be replaced with tap water or deionized water. The container will be kept cool - refrigerated if possible – until the artifact is ready to be treated and dried. 
The UASBC has contacted the Canadian Conservation Institute (CCI) for advice about conserving the recovered compass. The CCI has instructed the UASBC and the BC Aviation Museum to apply for conservation and restoration treatments by February 2025, when the CCI reviews an approves all such applications.
6. Schedule and requested permit expiry date 
An expedition to the site is planned for November 9, 2024. It is hereby requested that the permit be granted to start November 1, 2024, and last until July 31, 2025.
A final report describing the recovery and treatment of the compass will be provided 6 months after the expedition.

7. Archaeological field personnel 
The field director will be Jacques Marc.
8. Previous permits held by applicant 
Jacques has held permits for conducting work on the Lord Western, SS Idaho, Friendly Cove and for a submerged cultural survey at Bella Bella. He has participated on numerous other permitted underwater archaeology projects such as the original 1990 City of Ainsworth Project, Phil Hobbler’s Restoration Bay project and the Montague Harbour Project. Most recently he was co-permittee on Alteration Permit 2011-0058 related to the recovery of a bottle from the City of Ainsworth shipwreck.
CONSENT TO THE USE OF PERSONAL INFORMATION 
I consent to the use of personal information contained in this application, as well as the personal information contained in the resulting site inventory form and permit report, for contact and verification purposes. I understand this information will be retained in the provincial archaeological site database and permit report. I also understand this information may be disclosed to researchers, consulting archaeologists and other users of the database and permit report. Database users must identify themselves and the purpose of their information request and are precluded from further distribution of the information they obtain. The permit report will be publicly available once it has been accepted as meeting permit terms and conditions.
